A collection of photographs, information from
conversations or texts, objects and spaces from my surroundings, are all
used to create nonlinear narratives that revolve around one idea or place.

My recent paintings focus on rural America and are influenced by the
relationship of rural vs. urban communities, the development of ethanol and
GMO, and misconceptions and stereotypes of rural living mixed in with my
own experience of being raised on a farm. | am interested in the line
between representation and abstraction, truth and fiction, and how
perceptions of the world are dictated by one’s experience and
expectations.  All of these thoughts are developing into images with
symbols of personal and cultural significance that are not meant to illustrate
one particular event, but are open to interpretation.
